	To assist in the planning, designing and implementation of IT audit assignments.

	To evaluate the effectiveness of the internal control systems that are in place.

	To audit the systems and applications in terms of appropriateness, efficiency, and adequate control to ensure valid, reliable, timely and secure input, processing, and output at all levels of a system’s activity

	4
	To verify whether the information processing facility is controlled to ensure timely, accurate and efficient processing of applications under normal and potentially disruptive conditions.

	5
	To audit the systems under development with respect to meeting the objectives of the organization and ensuring that the systems are developed in accordance with generally accepted standards for systems development

	6
	To audit the business continuity plans in terms of their capability to resume processing in the event of failure of computer operations.

	7
	To apply IT audits techniques (CAAT)to the use of computers, including software as a tool to independently test integrity and reliability of computer data.

	8
	To review the general controls (audit of operation and maintenance)and adequacy of procedures  for effective and efficient day to day operation of computer facilities.

	To ensure security controls are in place with regards to Network Communication.

	To perform application controls, i.e. documentation Standards /input processing and output control and data file control.

	To follow-up and report on previous recommendations for reporting to Senior Management and Audit & Risk Management Committee
