The Mauritius Ports Authority (MPA) is pleased to invite sealed bids from local bidders for the Repairs and Maintenance Works to Port Infrastructure - (Terminals I, II & III) as more fully described in the bidding document.
Description of works

Part A- Upgrading and Repair Works at Terminals I (incl. TFFP), II and III

· Repair to cope beams.
· Supply and fixing of metal structures (handrail, etc.)

· Repair to existing paving blocks.
· Cleaning of drains and provision of new concrete drain covers where required.

· Concrete repair works etc.

· Repair and/upgrade existing utilities (civil works and water).
For Terminal III

· Repairs to the existing paved areas comprising of modular interlocking pavement and asphaltic concrete.
· Repair to flood wall, etc.
PART B- Maintenance Works within the Port Area

The contract also comprises routine/emergency maintenance to port infrastructure over a period of one (1) year, starting from the date of the Letter of Acceptance. The non-exhaustive list of works expected to be executed includes:
· Asphaltic works in operational and non-operational areas.
· Repair to cracks, expansion joints, damaged metal cover grating.
· Painting of bollards.
Qualification requirements

· The Contractor shall demonstrate that it is registered with the CIDB under the following class(es): Building Construction Works and/ or Civil Engineering Construction Works.
· The Contractor shall also demonstrate that it meets experience as prime contractor in the construction of a minimum of two (2) Civil Engineering works of a nature and complexity equivalent to the Works over a period of three (3) years.
